Excel Notes
1. To Show/Unshow or Formulas:  Go to Tools, Options, check/uncheck Formulas.
2. If you are putting in a number that will be used later as part of a calculation, do not put units on the number.
3. To make an equation, click on the cell where you want the equation and then type in an equal sign and then make your equation.
4. If you want to sum, average, or some other function a group of numbers, click on the cell where you want the equation and then click on the fx.  To get the range of cells either type them in (i.e. D8:D13) or click and drag over the appropriate cells.
5. To repeat the same equation down a column, highlight the cells and then Edit, Fill, Down (or right, left, etc.)
6. If you want to keep one of the values constant when you edit fill down, you must enter a dollar sign before and after the letter ($D$8:D13, the D8 will remain constant, but the D13 will change). Or press the function key F4 after typing the cell name.
7. When using parenthesis to multiply use the “*” key between the number and parenthesis. Example 2*(E8).
